Staging Requirements

Minimum stage size 24’ W x 16’D with upstage 8’W x 8’D riser for drums

Smaller venue stage sizing to be confirmed in advance.

Backdrop:  18x24 White syc lit with multi-colored par cans.

Quick Change Area:  10x10 Black pipe and drape quick-change area behind or at side of stage for dancers, OR, not required if dressing room is in close proximity to stage.

Lighting 
The following is a preferred list of equipment.   If budget doesn’t allow, the show can use as little as a standard colorful stage wash with light trees and par cans.

Lighting system should include 1 Hazer, 2 follow spotlights, 24 source fours, 8 Martin Mac 550s, 8 Martin Mac 2000s-moving lights.

Flying lights are preferred.  If purchaser is unable to fly lights, ground based trussing and lighting is acceptable that would include:

· 8 - 10' 12" X 12" Heavy duty Aluminum Box truss (silver)

· 2 - Rigging lift Genie Tower Truss crank stands

· 6 - LSC Dimmer Packs

· 1 - LSC DMX Lighting console

· 32 - Par 56 aluminum light cans

· 8 - Par 46 aluminum light cans

· 2 - Par 64 aluminum light cans

· 2 - Martin MX4 Moving Lights

· 2 - Spot lights

· All Necessary Lighting cables & hardware.

· 1 Lighting Tech & 2 Spot Ops
